	Course Description

Reproduction

Sexual reproduction and methods of fertilization in the animal and plant kingdoms, asexual reproduction of bacteria, protists, mushrooms and some invertebrate, the cell cycle and mitosis  and meiosis. 

Atoms and Elements

Physical and chemical properties, the atomic theory, periodic table of elements, representing/differentiating between elements and ionic and molecular compounds, the reactivity and stability of an atom. 

Space

Solar system, the movement of planets, their composition and characteristics, formation of galaxies, influence of the sun on the Earth, the climate and the atmosphere of the Earth.

Characteristics of Electricity

Production detection of static electrical charges, conductors and insulators, simple electric circuits in series and parallel, measure in amps and volts, laws of currents and tensions, Ohm’s law.
